Amit Shah said that today, whether Shivratri is mentioned in Kashi, Coimbatore, Rameshwaram, or Gir Somnath, the name of
Sarveshwar Mahadev of Sur Sagar resonates across the country. He stated that it is the result of immense collective effort,
shared resolve, and the blessings of saints that has transformed this lake into a center of faith and devotion.
